Work accomplished: 

1. Both fields at Cumbows, 2 fields at Davis Valley and Kegley fields were cut. 

2. Beaver Dam 2 walkway was repaired and reinforced (2X6's, metal posts, lag screws) 

3. Tool barn was swept and hole around double doors was filled with concrete 

4. New step added to steps at stream crossing N of Settlers Museum (Phillip Branch), crush &fill 

added 

5. Briar removal and sidehill work done S from US-11 to Stile 

6. Gravel walkway put in at Konnarock Facility/weed whacked around buildings 

7.  Water samples collected from 644 to 86 

8.  Shopping done in town for materials/food shopping/machinery repair/oil change for mower 

9. Privies ordered for Summerfest (3) 

10. Ordered Bear signs & Bear Warning signs put at 4 trailheads (615, 623, 42,617) 

11. Wire screen installed at Chatfield, several blowdowns cut & removed, rock steps repaired, 

      water bars cleaned out, trash removed and fire ring cleaned out 

12. Stream crossing N of museum checked out 

13. Trail Head at 729 cleared of brush (Forsythia),601,US-16,622,86,644,729,US-11,683,617 and 

610 

14. metal wire Cloth and rebar installed  to try to repair erosion at Beaver Dam 1   

15. Metal bed springs removed from Chestnut Knob Shelter 

16. AT blazes painted from 601 to MRNRA 

17. 615 to Davis Farm monitored 

18. Lick Creek bridge checked for any damage.  Other problems found in area.
